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Fig. IV: The second end
of the strap (2) is drawn
from above through the
reversal slit (L1), then
led back through the 
slit (L2) and fastened  
to mid-foot strap (2).
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Side cushion
The side cushion (Fig. V) as delivered in the origi-
nal packaging, is fixed securely to the splint by
hook-and-loop tape.
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Applying the brace
Once the mid-foot strap is threaded, the splint can
be fitted (Fig. VI) and fastened to the foot.
(Fig. VII).
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Inserting the mid-foot pelotte
The pelotte is placed on the underside of the foot,
with the hook-and-loop side towards the strap and
then fitted in the arch of the foot to lift the meta-
tarsal bones. It has a very important function while
walking and should always be used except when
shoes are worn with foot supports or insoles.
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The pelotte (A) should not extend beyond the line
of the ball of foot (B) and should be comfortable
while walking.

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Side effects
No side effects are known when used appropriate-
ly. In the event of local pressure manifestations
and circulatory disturbances, please check if the
bandage is adjusted correctly, loosen or remove it.

Contraindications
